1.4.1 Condition and Use of Project Site

The drawi ngs indicate soundings and el evations at the dredgi ng and di sposa
sites as found in condition surveys nmade as stated on the contract

drawings. A notification of at |east five (5) cal endar days shall be given
to the Contracting Officer prior to bringing any construction equi pment or
materi al upon the work site.

1.4.1.1 Physi cal Conditions

The Contractor shall, prior to the start of work, furnish a tenporary field
of fice for Governnent personnel, physically and acoustically separated from
the Contractor's offices, located near the site of the work, as approved by
the Contracting Oficer. The Contractor shall have the option of providing
the field office facility in an existing or new building, or a trailer.

Al utilities as specified or required shall be hooked up and in working
order prior to the start of work and shall be nmaintained during the entire
contract period.

The wi ndows shall be
screened and provided with | ocking devices, arranged to open and be
securely fastened fromthe inside. |In warmweather, air conditioning shal
be furnished which will rmaintain the office at 50 percent relative humdity
and a roomtenperature of 75 degrees F, or 20 degrees bel ow the outside
tenperature when the outside tenperature is 95 degrees F or higher. 1In
addition to the above requirenents, the Governnent field office or trailer
shal | be provided with the foll ow ng:

.6.1.1 Door Locks

Each exterior door shall be provided with an approved deadbolt |ock in the
door, key operated fromboth sides and tanperproof heavy duty hasp bolted
to the door. Each lock shall be provided with two (2) keys.

Prior to any construction, the Contractor shall nmark the areas where the
work is to be performed under this contract. |solated areas within the
general work area which are to be saved and protected shall also be marked
or fenced. Mnunents and nmarkers shall be protected before construction
operations commence. Were construction operations are to be conducted
during darkness, the markers shall be visible during darkness. The
Contractor shall convey to its personnel the purpose of marking and/or
protection of all necessary objects.

3.1.2 Protecti on of Landscape

Trees, shrubs, vines, grasses, land forns and other |andscape features to
be preserved, indicated and defined on the drawi ngs subnmitted by the
Contractor as a part of the Environnental Protection Plan shall be clearly
identified by marking, fencing, or wapping with boards, or any other
approved techni ques.

3.1.3 U S. Departnent of Agriculture (USDA) Quarantined Considerations

The Contractor shall thoroughly clean all construction equiprment at the
prior job site in a manner that ensures all residual soil is renmpved and
that egg deposits fromplant pests are not present to prevent the spread of
non-i ndi genous and/ or pest species. The Contractor shall consult with the
USDA Pl ant Protection and Quarantine (USDA - PPQ jurisdictional office for
addi ti onal cleaning requirements that nmay be necessary.

.5 PROTECTI ON OF Al R RESOURCES

Speci al managenent techni ques as set out bel ow shall be inplenented to
control air pollution by the construction activities. These techniques
suppl enent the requirenents of Federal, State, and |ocal |aws and

regul ations; and the safety requirenments under this Contract. |If any of
the follow ng techniques conflict with the requirenents of Federal, State,
or local laws or regul ations, or safety requirenments under this contract,
then those requirenents shall be followed in lieu of the follow ng.

.5.1 Parti cul at es

Ai rborne particul ates, including dust particles, aerosols, and gaseous

by- products from construction activities and processi ng and preparation of
materials, shall be controlled at all tines, including weekends, holidays,
and hours when work is not in progress. The Contractor shall maintain all
excavations, stockpiles, haul roads, pernmanent and tenporary access roads,
plant sites, disposal sites, borrow areas, and all other work areas free
from ai rborne dust which woul d cause a hazard or nui sance.

.6 | NSPECTI ON

If the Contracting Oficer notifies the Contractor in witing of any
observed nonconpliance with contract requirenents or Federal, State, or

| ocal laws, regulations, or permts, the Contractor shall informthe
Contracting Oficer of proposed corrective action and take such action to
correct the nonconpliance. |If the Contractor fails to conply pronptly, the

Contracting Oficer nmay issue an order stopping all or part of the work
until satisfactory corrective action is taken.

pollution control. The Contractor shall conduct environmenta
protection/pollution control neetings for all Contractor personnel nonthly.
The training and neeting agenda shall include nmethods of detecting and
avoi ding pollution, famliarization with pollution standards, both
statutory and contractual, installation and care of facilities (vegetative

covers, etc.), and instrunents required for nmonitoring purposes to ensure
adequat e and conti nuous environmental protection/pollution control.
Anti ci pated hazardous or toxic chem cals or wastes, and ot her regul ated
contam nants, shall also be discussed. Oher itens required to be

di scussed shall include recognition and protection of archaeol ogical sites,
artifacts, and historic structures.

3.9 POST CONSTRUCTI ON CLEANUP OR OBLI TERATI ON

The Contractor shall obliterate all signs of tenmporary facilities such as
haul roads, work area, structures, stock piles of excess or waste
material s, fencing, buoys, stakes, or other vestiges of construction wthin
the work, storage and access areas or as directed by the Contracting
Oficer. Except for surfaced areas, the areas shall be restored to near
natural conditions which will permt the growh of vegetation thereon. In
areas where restoration to near natural conditions is not required,
surfaces shall be evenly and snoothly dressed, sloped to drain, and the
edges of the restored area graded to be flush with the surroundi ng existing
grade even if original contours are not restored.

3.10 RESTORATI ON OF LANDSCAPE

Al'l nautical vessels, pipelines and | and based transport and conveyance
systens shall be operated, |oaded and unl oaded in such manner as to prevent
overflow, spills, |leaks, waste, or other |oss of dredged materials between
poi nt of pick-up and point of deposition within the disposal area. Hauling
vessel s shall have sufficient sidewall height and integrity to prevent

drai nage over or through the sides and bottom during hauling. Conveyance
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3.

of materials into or within the Governnent-furni shed di sposal areas by
hydraul i c or pipeline punping is prohibited.

.2.2 Restriction

The nethod enpl oyed by the Contractor in conveying dredged naterials to the
di sposal area shall be as approved by the Contracting Oficer at all tines.
Temporary dunping or placenment of materials outside of the disposal area
for subsequent rehandling into the disposal area is prohibited unless

ot herwi se approved by the Contracting Oficer.

. 2.3 Vehi cul ar Conveyance

Dredged materials that are conveyed into a Governnent or
Contractor-furnished di sposal area via vehicle shall have |leak tight cargo
bodi es or conpartnents with spill and splash preventing devices as well as
necessary sidewall height. Vehicles shall not be | oaded over their
capacity, nor shall any |oads exceed the lints of the thoroughfare over

whi ch the vehicles are operated. |If the dredged materials are transferred
fromvessels to vehicles by bucket type equi pnent or any device which may

| eak or spill, provisions shall be nmade to prevent water and materials from
escaping into the waterways. 1In addition, the Contractor shall insure that
materials that are splashed around vehicles during | oading or unloading
operations are cleaned up prior to the vehicle leaving the site so as to
prevent materials frombeing tracked on to public thoroughfares or escaping
into the waterways. The Contractor shall imrediately clean up any
materials spilled on the public thoroughfares. |In addition, the Contractor
shall maintain the transfer site in a neat and orderly condition.

.2.3.1 Provi si on and Mi ntenance of Haul Roads

O her than for public roadways, the Contractor shall provide its own haul
roads into the Government-furni shed di sposal area as required for its
operations and shall maintain themthroughout the course of the work. |If
exi sting vehicle paths are used (which are not dedicated as public
roadways) the Contractor shall provide any inprovenents required to support
its vehicle traffic and shall naintain such haul roads in a condition
satisfactory for travel in a passenger autonobile at all tines, including
at the conpletion of the contract.

.2.4 Gover nrent - Fur ni shed Transfer Site

A facility for access to the river's edge and pl acenent of equi prment for
transferring dredged materials fromscows or other marine hauling equi pnent
to | and hauling equi pnent is provided by the Government at the |ocation
shown on the contract drawings. Use of this facility shall be coordi nated
with others who nay be performng work in the area. Al contractors shal
be confined to the area delineated on the plans. Hauling routes and
procedures shall be coordinated with the City of Green Bay. |If the
Contractor uses this transfer facility, the Contractor shall, imediately
followi ng completion of all transfer operations, take soundi ngs throughout
the length and breadth of the transfer site wthin the limts shown and
shall renove all materials, within such limts, which exist above the
soundi ng el evati ons taken by the contractor prior to use of the facility as
requi red by Subparagraph titled, Transfer Site (Bay Port) of this Section.
The quantity rempoved is excluded fromthe quantity neasured for paynent.

2.5 Contract or- Furni shed Transfer Site
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Al'l operations in connection with the use of a Contractor-furnished
transfer site shall be at the Contractor's ri sk.

3.3 DI SPOSAL OF DREDGED MATERI ALS
3.3.1 Cener a

The dredged materials shall be deposited within the Governnent-furnished

di sposal area shown on the contract draw ngs and/or wthin an authorized
Contractor-furnished disposal area. The Governnent-furni shed di sposal area
has sufficient capacity to contain all naterials to be dredged under this
contract; however, the Contractor may base its bid on a di sposal area other
than the one furnished by the Governnment. Placenent of the dredged
materials within the disposal area shall be as specified and shown except
as otherwi se directed by the Contracting O ficer. Except as otherw se

aut horized by the Contracting Oficer in witing, no disposal shall be
performed unless a representative of the Contractor for Quality Control is
present at the tine. The nethod enpl oyed by the Contractor in depositing
dredged materials in the disposal area shall be as approved by the
Contracting Officer at all tinmes.

3.3.1.1 M spl aced Materia

Any material that is deposited el sewhere than in the places designated in
this contract or approved by the Contracting Oficer will not be paid for.
The Contractor shall be required to renmove such misplaced material at its
expense and deposit it in the place designated in this contract or approved
by the Contracting O ficer.

3.3.2 CGover nrent - Fur ni shed Di sposal Area
3.3.2.1 Bayport Disposal Facility

Dredged materials shall be placed within Cell Nunber 4, as shown on the
Contract Drawi ngs, or as directed by the Contracting Officer. The materi al
shal | be placed such that upon conpl etion of placenent under this contract
the placement area is crowned near the center and shaped to drain toward
the perineter of each area used. The nmaxi mum al | owabl e el evati on for
materials within twenty-five 25 feet of the perinmeter of each areais 2.0
feet belowthe top of the berns. |If ranps or finger piers are required
within the disposal area to acconmpdate truck unloading, the use of on site
materials and the construction shall be coordinated with Brown County.

Such works shall be nmaintained by the Contractor, and the cost thereof

shall be included in the contract price. Only dredged materials taken from
within the imts of this contract and as otherw se required shall be

pl aced in the Governnent-furni shed di sposal area. The Contractor shal
coordinate its disposal operations with others who nay be sinmultaneously
utilizing the disposal facility.

3.4  CONTRACTOR QUALI TY CONTRCL
The Contractor shall establish and naintain a quality control system for
dredgi ng and di sposal operations to assure conpliance with the contract
requirenents and record its inspections of itens under this system
including, but not limted to, the foll ow ng:

a. Layout of work, transfer and di sposal areas.

b. Proper dredgi ng depths and di sposal hei ghts.
c. Conveyance and di sposal operations.
d. Prevention of discharge to waterway.
e. Renoval of msplaced materi al
g. Safety requirenents.
5 GOVERNMVENT | NSPECTI ON
5.1 Gauge Mai nt enance
The Contractor shall maintain its gauges, ranges, location marks and limt
marks in proper order and position. The presence of a Governnent inspector

shall not relieve the Contractor of its responsibility for the proper
execution of the work in accordance with the specifications and draw ngs.

.5.2 Facilities

The Contractor shall furnish, on the request of the Contracting Oficer or

any inspector, the use of such boats, boat operators, |aborers and materi al
form ng a part of the ordinary and usual equi prent and crew of the dredging
pl ant as may be reasonably necessary in inspecting the work. However, the

Contractor will not be required to furnish such facilities for the surveys

prescribed in the Paragraph "FI NAL EXAM NATI ON AND ACCEPTANCE. "

.5.3 Transportation

The Contractor shall furnish, on the request of the Contracting O ficer or
any inspector, suitable transportation from designated points on shore to
and fromthe various pieces of off-shore plant and off-shore di sposal areas.

.5.4 Conpl i ance

Shoul d the Contractor refuse, neglect, or delay conpliance with these
requirenents, the specific facilities my be furnished and mai ntai ned by
the Contracting O ficer, and the cost thereof will be deducted from any
anmounts due or to becone due the Contractor

.6 PRI OR, AFTER AND CHECK SURVEYS

Prior, after and check surveys will be nade by sonic soundi ng nethods. The
Contractor's soundi ng equi prent shall be calibrated to correspond with the

CGovernment's soundi ng equi prrent. The Governnent will nake prior and after

surveys and may make check surveys. The Contractor shall nake check
surveys. Sounding lines will be established by the Governnent for the
required dredge area-to provide the best fit of lines, within that area -
to use average end cross sections for quantity cal cul ati ons.
Cross-sections will have the required spacing as necessary to provide a
good representation of the area surveyed. Unless otherw se determn ned by
the Contracting Oficer. The check surveys and after dredgi ng soundi ngs
shal |l be taken as close as practicable on the sane |ines established and
used for the prior to dredgi ng soundi ngs, unless otherw se determ ned by
the Contracting Oficer. The full electronic data set shall be used to
determ ne cubic yards in place. Additional soundings will be taken as the
Contracting O ficer nay deem necessary. Only one (1) prior survey will be
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made for the project, by the Governnment. |If additional prior surveys are
required, due to the Contractor's operations, the cost of such surveys
shall be paid by the Contractor. The cost of such surveys shall be the
sanme as specified in the Paragraph entitled, "FINAL EXAM NATI ON AND
ACCEPTANCE. "

3.7 FI NAL EXAM NATI ON AND ACCEPTANCE
3.7.1 Exam nati on

As soon as practicable after the conpletion of the entire work or any
section thereof (if the work is divided into sections) as in the opinion of
the Contracting Oficer will not be subject to damage by further operations
under the contract, such work will be thoroughly exam ned at the cost and
expense of the CGovernment by soundi ng or by sweeping, or both, as
determned by the Contracting O ficer. Should any shoals, |unps or other

| ack of contract depth be disclosed by this exam nation, the Contractor is
required to renove sane by draggi ng the bottomor by dredging at the
contract rate for dredging, but if the bottomis soft and the shoal areas
are small and formno material obstruction to navigation, the renoval of
such shoal s may be waived at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. The
Contractor or its authorized representative will be notified when soundi ngs
and/ or sweepings are to be nade, and will be permitted to acconpany the
survey party. Wen the area is found to be in a satisfactory condition, it
will be accepted finally. Should nore than two (2) soundi ng or sweeping
operations by the Government over an area be necessary by reason of work
for the renmoval of shoals disclosed at a prior sounding or sweeping, the
cost of such third and any subsequent soundi ng or sweeping operations wll
be charged against the Contractor at the rate of $1,500 per cal endar day in
whi ch the Governnent plant is engaged in soundi ng or sweeping and/or is
enroute to or fromthe site or held at or near the said site for such
operati ons.

3.7.2 Accept ance
Fi nal acceptance of the whole or part of the work and the deductions or
corrections of deductions nade thereon will not be reopened after having
once been made, except on evidence of collusion, fraud, or obvious error,
and the acceptance of a conpl eted section shall not change the tine of
paynent of the retained percentages of the whole or any part of the work.
